THE REVELATION OF JESUS CHRIST 
as revealed to the Apostle John • Lesson #22 - June 30th, 2024

 
Revelation Chapter 5 is focused on praising and worshipping Christ

Starting verses:

Revelation 5:5-10  “And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe 
of Juda, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof. And 
I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, 
stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of 
God sent forth into all the earth.” And he came and took the book out of the right hand of him that 
sat upon the throne. And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell 
down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the 
prayers of saints. And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open 
the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, 
and tongue, and people, and nation; And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall 
reign on the earth.” 

• #1  JESUS TAKES THE SCROLL FROM GOD (Rev. 5:7)
Revelation 5:7  “And he came and took the book out of the right hand of him that sat upon the 

throne.”
Matthew 4:8-11  “Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth 

him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; And saith unto him, All these things will 
I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me. Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: 
for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. Then the devil 
leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.”

• #2  THE 4 BEASTS & 24 ELDERS HAVE HARPS (Rev. 5:8)
Revelation 5:8  “And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell 

down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the 
prayers of saints.”

II Chronicles 5:11-13  “And it came to pass, when the priests were come out of the holy place: (for 
all the priests that were present were sanctified, and did not then wait by course: Also the Levites which 
were the singers, all of them of Asaph, of Heman, of Jeduthun, with their sons and their brethren, 
being arrayed in white linen, having cymbals and psalteries and harps, stood at the east end of the 
altar, and with them an hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets:) It came even to pass, as 
the trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking the 
LORD; and when they lifted up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of musick, 
and praised the LORD, saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever: that then the house was 
filled with a cloud, even the house of the LORD;”

Psalms 33:1-4   “Rejoice in the LORD, O ye righteous: for praise is comely for the upright. Praise 
the LORD with harp: sing unto him with the psaltery and an instrument of ten strings. Sing unto him 
a new song; play skilfully with a loud noise. For the word of the LORD is right; and all his works are 
done in truth.” (continued on next page)
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Revelation 15:1-3   “And I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvellous, seven angels having the 
seven last plagues; for in them is filled up the wrath of God. And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled 
with fire: and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, 
and over the number of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God. And they sing 
the song of Moses the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying, Great and marvellous are thy 
works, Lord God Almighty; just and true are thy ways, thou King of saints.”

• #3  THE 24 ELDERS HAVE GOLDEN VIALS FULL OF THE PRAYERS 
OF SAINTS (Rev. 5:8B)

Revelation 5:8   “And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell 
down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the 
prayers of saints.”

Revelation 8:1-5   “And when he had opened the seventh seal, there was silence in heaven about the 
space of half an hour. And I saw the seven angels which stood before God; and to them were given 
seven trumpets. And another angel came and stood at the altar, having a golden censer; and there was 
given unto him much incense, that he should offer it with the prayers of all saints upon the golden 
altar which was before the throne. And the smoke of the incense, which came with the prayers of the 
saints, ascended up before God out of the angel’s hand. And the angel took the censer, and filled it 
with fire of the altar, and cast it into the earth: and there were voices, and thunderings, and lightnings, 
and an earthquake.”

• #4  THE BEASTS & ELDERS SING A NEW SONG & PRAISES ABOUT 
REDEMPTION (Rev. 5:9-14)

3 Bursts of Praise In Revelation 5:9-14

• 1st Burst Of Praise:
Revelation 5:9-10   “And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to 

open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every 
kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation; And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and 
we shall reign on the earth.”

• 2nd Burst Of Praise:
Revelation 5:11-12   “And I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the throne 

and the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and 
thousands of thousands; Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, 
and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing.”

• 3rd Burst Of Praise:
Revelation 5:13-14   “And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, 

and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honour, and glory, 
and power, be unto him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever. And the 
four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped him that liveth for 
ever and ever.”

I Peter 1:18-20  “And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and 
such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honour, and glory, and 
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power, be unto him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever. And the four 
beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped him that liveth for ever 
and ever.”

I Corinthians 6:19-20   “What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which 
is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own? For ye are bought with a price: therefore 
glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God’s.”

Romans 5:10   “For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, 
much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.”

I John 4:10  “Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the 
propitiation for our sins.”

I John 4:19  “We love him, because he first loved us.”
Revelation 3:20   “Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the 

door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.”

• #5  OUT OF EVERY KINDRED, TONGUE, PEOPLE & NATION (Rev. 5:9B)
Revelation 5:9   “And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open 

the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and HAST REDEEMED US TO GOD BY THY BLOOD 
OUT OF EVERY KINDRED, AND TONGUE, AND PEOPLE, AND NATION;

Mark 16:14-16   “Afterward he appeared unto the eleven as they sat at meat, and upbraided them 
with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed not them which had seen him after he 
was risen. And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. He 
that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.”

And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and 
the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were 
judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works. And the sea gave 
up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they 
were judged every man according to their works. And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. 
This is the second death. And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the 
lake of fire.”
