as revealed to the Apostle John  • Lesson #62 - July 6th., 2025

Initial Verses:
Revelation 12:1-6   “And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with the sun, 

and the moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars: And she being with child 
cried, travailing in birth, and pained to be delivered. And there appeared another wonder in heaven; 
and behold a great red dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads. 
And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon 
stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born. 
And she brought forth a man child, who was to rule all nations with a rod of iron: and her child was 
caught up unto God, and to his throne. And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a 
place prepared of God, that they should feed her there a thousand two hundred and threescore days.”

• #1  A GREAT RED DRAGON  (Rev 12:3c) continued from last week, #61
Revelation 12:3   “And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon, 

having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads.”
Ten horns symbolize ten kings (Leaders that reign during the tribulation period under anti-christ)
Moderator: This woman in Revelation 12:3 is NOT Israel, this is a different woman as shown in the 

following verses:
Revelation 17:3   “So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit 

upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.”
Revelation 17:12-14   “And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no 

kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. These have one mind, and shall 
give their power and strength unto the beast. These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall 
overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and 
chosen, and faithful.”

Daniel 7:7   “After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast, dreadful and terrible, 
and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron teeth: it devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the 
residue with the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts that were before it; and it had ten 
horns.”

Daniel 8:24-25   “And his power shall be mighty, but not by his own power: and he shall destroy 
wonderfully, and shall prosper, and practise, and shall destroy the mighty and the holy people. And 
through his policy also he shall cause craft to prosper in his hand; and he shall magnify himself in his 
heart, and by peace shall destroy many: he shall also stand up against the Prince of princes; but he shall 
be broken without hand.”

• #2  A THIRD OF THE STARS (ANGELS) FOLLOWED SATAN  (Rev 12:4a)
Revelation 12:4   “And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the 

earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child 
as soon as it was born.”
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•THERE ARE A NUMBERLESS AMOUNT OF ANGELS
Moderator: Now we go back to Revelation 5:11 where we find:
Revelation 5:11  “And I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the throne 

and the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and 
thousands of thousands;”

 Moderator: I believe there are millions of angels and one third of these angels followed after Satan 
in rebellion against God. The Devil is crafty in his rebellion:

• THE ANGELS THAT FOLLOWED SATAN ARE BOUND WITH CHAINS
Jude 6   “And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath 

reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day.”
II Peter 2:4  “For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered 

them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;”
Moderator: Now we return to Revelation 12:4 where we find:
Revelation 12:4   “And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the 

earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child 
as soon as it was born.”

Revelation 9:13-16   “And the sixth angel sounded, and I heard a voice from the four horns of the 
golden altar which is before God, Saying to the sixth angel which had the trumpet, Loose the four 
angels which are bound in the great river Euphrates. And the four angels were loosed, which were 
prepared for an hour, and a day, and a month, and a year, for to slay the third part of men. And the 
number of the army of the horsemen were two hundred thousand thousand: and I heard the number 
of them.”

Moderator: Now we go all the way back to Genesis where we find:
Genesis 6:1-7   “And it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth, and 

daughters were born unto them, That the sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; 
and they took them wives of all which they chose. And the LORD said, My spirit shall not always 
strive with man, for that he also is flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred and twenty years. There were 
giants in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters 
of men, and they bare children to them, the same became mighty men which were of old, men of re-
nown. And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination 
of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. And it repented the LORD that he had made 
man on the earth, and it grieved him at his heart. And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I 
have created from the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of 
the air; for it repenteth me that I have made them.”

Moderator: Now I’ll show in scriptures how the word “Stars” means “Angels” in Revelation 12:4:
Job 38:4-7   “Where wast thou when I laid the foundations of the earth? declare, if thou hast under-

standing. Who hath laid the measures thereof, if thou knowest? or who hath stretched the line upon 
it? Whereupon are the foundations thereof fastened? or who laid the corner stone thereof; When the 
morning stars sang together, and all the sons of God shouted for joy?”

Revelation 1:20   “The mystery of the seven stars which thou sawest in my right hand, and the seven 
golden candlesticks. The seven stars are the angels of the seven churches: and the seven candlesticks 
which thou sawest are the seven churches.”
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Revelation 12:7-9   “And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the drag-
on; and the dragon fought and his angels, And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more 
in heaven. And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which 
deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.”

Revelation 12:4   “...and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for 
to devour her child as soon as it was born.”

Moderator: Now we’ll turn back to Genesis again where we find:
Genesis 3:14-15   “And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou 

art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust 
shalt thou eat all the days of thy life: And I WILL PUT ENMITY BETWEEN THEE AND THE 
WOMAN, AND BETWEEN THY SEED AND HER SEED; IT SHALL BRUISE THY HEAD, 
AND THOU SHALT BRUISE HIS HEEL.”

Moderator: These verses show that Satan was an enemy of God at the beginning of the recreation of 
the world and he tricked Eve into sinning against God. Adam however, was not fooled but he loved 
Eve so much, he wanted to be with her at any cost. It’s most likely that satan tempted him to do this, 
but we don’t know for sure. He sinned by joining her in the rebellion and that act of sin led to all 
people born of man to be cursed with the sin nature in their blood. Now we’ll move ahead in the Old 
Testament to the book of Exodus where satan tempted Pharoah to kill all male babies to keep them 
from overpopulating the Jews within Egypt (and he did just that). However, many Jewish baby boys 
survived because of TWO MIDWIVES WHO FEARED GOD and saved the most important baby 
boy of that time and God’s choice...Moses.

Exodus 1:15-22   “And the king of Egypt spake to the Hebrew midwives, of which the name of the 
one was SHIPHRAH, and the name of the other PUAH: And he said, When ye do the office of a 
midwife to the Hebrew women, and see them upon the stools; if it be a son, then ye shall kill him: but 
if it be a daughter, then she shall live. But the midwives feared God, and did not as the king of Egypt 
commanded them, but saved the men children alive. And the king of Egypt called for the midwives, 
and said unto them, Why have ye done this thing, and have saved the men children alive? And the 
midwives said unto Pharaoh, Because the Hebrew women are not as the Egyptian women; for they are 
lively, and are delivered ere the midwives come in unto them. Therefore God dealt well with the mid-
wives: and the people multiplied, and waxed very mighty. And it came to pass, because the midwives 
feared God, that he made them houses. And Pharaoh charged all his people, saying, Every son that is 
born ye shall cast into the river, and every daughter ye shall save alive.”

Moderator: Now we’ll return to the New Testament where we find:
Matthew 2:13-21   “And when they were departed, behold, the angel of the Lord appeareth to Jo-

seph in a dream, saying, Arise, and take the young child and his mother, and flee into Egypt, and be 
thou there until I bring thee word: for Herod will seek the young child to destroy him. When he arose, 
he took the young child and his mother by night, and departed into Egypt: And was there until the 
death of Herod: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Out 
of Egypt have I called my son. Then Herod, when he saw that he was mocked of the wise men, was 
exceeding wroth, and sent forth, and slew all the children that were in Bethlehem, and in all the coasts 
thereof, from two years old and under, according to the time which he had diligently enquired of the 
wise men. Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremy the prophet, saying, In Rama was there 
a voice heard, lamentation, and weeping, and great mourning, Rachel weeping for her children, and 
would not be comforted, because they are not. But when Herod was dead, behold, an angel of the Lord 
appeareth in a dream to Joseph in Egypt, Saying, Arise, and take the young child and his mother, and 
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go into the land of Israel: for they are dead which sought the young child’s life. And he arose, and took 
the young child and his mother, and came into the land of Israel.”

Moderator: We see that Satan was stopped from killing the baby Jesus, but he did not give up. We’ll 
go to the book of Luke to see how he used Judas Iscariot to try again:

Luke 22:1-6   “Now the feast of unleavened bread drew nigh, which is called the Passover. And the 
chief priests and scribes sought how they might kill him; for they feared the people. Then entered Satan 
into Judas surnamed Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve. And he went his way, and communed 
with the chief priests and captains, how he might betray him unto them. And they were glad, and 
covenanted to give him money. And he promised, and sought opportunity to betray him unto them 
in the absence of the multitude.”

Matthew 27:15-31   “Now at that feast the governor was wont to release unto the people a prisoner, 
whom they would. And they had then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas. Therefore when they were 
gathered together, Pilate said unto them, Whom will ye that I release unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus 
which is called Christ? For he knew that for envy they had delivered him. When he was set down on 
the judgment seat, his wife sent unto him, saying, Have thou nothing to do with that just man: for 
I have suffered many things this day in a dream because of him. But the chief priests and elders per-
suaded the multitude that they should ask Barabbas, and destroy Jesus. The governor answered and 
said unto them, Whether of the twain will ye that I release unto you? They said, Barabbas. Pilate saith 
unto them, What shall I do then with Jesus which is called Christ? They all say unto him, Let him be 
crucified. And the governor said, Why, what evil hath he done? But they cried out the more, saying, 
Let him be crucified. When Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing, but that rather a tumult was 
made, he took water, and washed his hands before the multitude, saying, I am innocent of the blood 
of this just person: see ye to it. Then answered all the people, and said, His blood be on us, and on our 
children. Then released he Barabbas unto them: and when he had scourged Jesus, he delivered him to 
be crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered unto 
him the whole band of soldiers. And they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe. And when they 
had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed 
the knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews! And they spit upon him, and 
took the reed, and smote him on the head. And after that they had mocked him, they took the robe 
off from him, and put his own raiment on him, and led him away to crucify him.”
