THE REVELATION OF JESUS CHRIST

as revealed to the Apostle John e« Lesson #66 - August 10th., 2025

Moderator: Last week we discussed Christ ascending to Heaven and that the woman, Israel would
flee to a place that is made by God after the abomination of desolation (In the middle of the Tribula-
tion the Anti-Christ will sit on the throne in the newly rebuilt temple declaring he is God.) We also
talked about Michael the archangel. Now I'll read Revelation 12:7 to verse 17:

Initial Verses:

Revelation 12:7-17 “And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the drag-
on; and the dragon fought and his angels, And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more
in heaven. And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which
deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. And
I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our
God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them
before our God day and night. And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word
of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death. Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye
that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto
you, having great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time. And when the dragon saw
that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the woman which brought forth the man child. And to
the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place,
where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent. And the
serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that he might cause her to be carried
away of the flood. And the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed
up the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth. And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and
went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the
testimony of Jesus Christ.”

Moderator: Last week we also talked about Michael the archangel, I said we know of two angels from
the Bible, actually, I was wrong, I forgot to mention that Lucifer (the devil) was also a angel. So there
was Michael the archangel, Lucifer and Gabriel, the messanger. In the Old Testament, there is another
angel, “the Destroyer” also called the “angel of death”. Now we'll talk about Gabriel, the messenger.

* #1 THE ANGEL GABRIEL, THE MESSENGER FROM GOD (Rev 12:7¢)

Luke 1:5-7 “There was in the days of Herod, the king of Judaea, a certain priest named Zacharias,
of the course of Abia: and his wife was of the daughters of Aaron, and her name was Elisabeth. And
they were both righteous before God, walking in all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord
blameless. And they had no child, because that Elisabeth was barren, and they both were now well
stricken in years.”

Luke 1:11-19 “And there appeared unto him an angel of the Lord standing on the right side of the
altar of incense. And when Zacharias saw him, he was troubled, and fear fell upon him. But the angel
said unto him, Fear not, Zacharias: for thy prayer is heard; and thy wife Elisabeth shall bear thee a son,
and thou shalt call his name John. And thou shalt have joy and gladness; and many shall rejoice at his
birth. For he shall be great in the sight of the Lord, and shall drink neither wine nor strong drink; and
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he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother’s womb. And many of the children of
[srael shall he turn to the Lord their God. And he shall go before him in the spirit and power of Elias,
to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the disobedient to the wisdom of the just; to make
ready a people prepared for the Lord. And Zacharias said unto the angel, Whereby shall I know this?
for I am an old man, and my wife well stricken in years. And the angel answering said unto him, I am
Gabriel, that stand in the presence of God; and am sent to speak unto thee, and to shew thee these
glad tidings.”

Luke 1:26-37 “And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Gali-
lee, named Nazareth, To a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David;
and the virgin’s name was Mary. And the angel came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly
favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women. And when she saw him, she was trou-
bled at his saying, and cast in her mind what manner of salutation this should be. And the angel said
unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God. And, behold, thou shalt conceive in
thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS. He shall be great, and shall be called
the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David: And he
shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end. Then said Mary
unto the angel, How shall this be, seeing I know not a man? And the angel answered and said unto her,
The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore
also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God. And, behold, thy cousin
Elisabeth, she hath also conceived a son in her old age: and this is the sixth month with her, who was

called barren. For with God nothing shall be impossible.”

Matthew 1:18-25 “Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was
espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost. Then
Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not willing to make her a publick example, was minded
to put her away privily. But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared
unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for
that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost. And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call
his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins. And she shall bring forth a son, and thou
shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins. Now all this was done, that it
might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin shall be with
child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is,
God with us. Then Joseph being raised from sleep did as the angel of the Lord had bidden him, and
took unto him his wife: And knew her not till she had brought forth her firstborn son: and he called
his name JESUS.”

* #2 WAR IN HEAVEN, SATAN & HIS ANGELS WON’T PREVAIL
(Rev 12:7d-8a)

Revelation 12:7-8 “And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon;
and the dragon fought and his angels, And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in
heaven.”

* MICHAEL & HIS ANGELS WILL DEFEAT SATAN & HIS ANGELS (Rev12:8a)

Revelation 12:12-17 “Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhab-
iters of the earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he
knoweth that he hath but a short time. And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he
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persecuted the woman which brought forth the man child. And to the woman were given two wings
of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time,
and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent. And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as
a flood after the woman, that he might cause her to be carried away of the flood. And the earth helped
the woman, and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed up the flood which the dragon cast out
of his mouth. And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of
her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.”

* SATAN CAST OUT OF HEAVEN FOREVER BUT STILL PERSECUTES
GOD’S PEOPLE (Rev12:8b)

Revelation 12:13 “And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the
woman which brought forth the man child.”

IT Thessalonians 2:3-4 “Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except
there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition; Who opposeth
and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the
temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.”

Moderator: I believe the the abomination of desolation happens in this moment in the middle of
the Tribulation. After Satan is cast out of Heaven forever, Satan will possess the antichrist who will
sit on the throne in the newly rebuilt temple declaring he is God as Paul declares. Now let’s look at II
Thessalonians 2:7...

II Thessalonians 2:7-10 “For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: only he who now letteth
will let, until he be taken out of the way. And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall
consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming: Even him,
whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders, And with all
deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth,
that they might be saved.”

* #3 FOUR TITLES OF LUCIFER (Rev 12:9a)

Revelation 20:1-2 “And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless
pit and a great chain in his hand. And he laid hold on the DRAGON, that OLD SERPENT, which is
the DEVIL, and SATAN, and bound him a thousand years,”

e THE GREAT DRAGON SYMBOLIZES HIS MONSTROUS CHARACTER
(Rev12:9b)

Revelation 12:3-4 “And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a GREAT RED
DRAGON, having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads. And his tail drew
the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon stood before the
woman which was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born.”

* THAT OLD SERPENT DESCRIBES HIM AS CUNNING & DEVIOUS (Rev12:9b)

Genesis 3:1-5 “Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD
God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of
the garden? And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden:
But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it,
neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die: For
God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods,
knowing good and evil.” (3)
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Revelation 12:9-10 “And the GREAT DRAGON was cast out, that OLD SERPENT, called the
DEVIL, and SATAN, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his an-
gels were cast out with him. And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and
strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is
cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.

* SATAN IS CALLED THE DEVIL, SLANDERER, ACCUSER & LIAR (Rev 12:10)

Revelation 12:10 “And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength,
and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for THE ACCUSER OF OUR BRETH-
REN IS CAST DOWN, which accused them before our God day and night.”

John 8:44 “Ye are of your father THE DEVIL, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a
murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he

speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for HE IS A LIAR, AND THE FATHER OF IT

I John 3:8 “He that committeth sin is of the devil; for THE DEVIL SINNETH FROM THE
BEGINNING. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of
the devil.”

* LUCIFER IS CALLED SATAN, OUR ADVERSARY & ENEMY (Rev 12:9b)

Ephesians 6:11-17 “Put on the whole armour of God, THAT YE MAY BE ABLE TO STAND
AGAINST THE WILES OF THE DEVIL. For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against
principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wick-
edness in high places. Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to
withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. Stand therefore, having your loins girt about
with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; And your feet shod with the preparation of
the gospel of peace; Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the
fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the
word of God:”

I Peter 5:8 “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about,
seeking whom he may devour:”

Moderator: We must understand that Satan hates us, he hates the Father, Son and Holy Ghost. He
hates God’s Bible and he will stop at nothing to defeat the Lord. We must gather together as often as
possible to build up our brothers and sisters to stand up to him (with God’s help). With Bible reading

and prayer and faithfulness we can resist him.

Pastor Rains: Lions in nature are much like satan when it comes to attacking christians. We must
make sure that we are doing as Chris has said, fellowship with other christians in our church is essen-
tial in protecting us from the devil’s attacks. He will try to pick off the less faithful members who get
caught up in the world. Don't judge them, but help them!

Hebrews 10:25 “Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but
exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.”

* #4 SATAN, WHO DECIEVES THE WHOLE WORLD (Rev 12:9b)

Revelation 12:9 “And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan,
WHICH DECEIVETH THE WHOLE WORLD: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were

cast out with him.”
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II Corinthians 11:3 ““But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his sub-
tilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ.”

* DURING TRIBULATION SATAN WILL USE THE ANTICHRIST & FALSE
PROPHET TO DECEIVE (Rev 12:9b)

Revelation 13:11-16 “And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two
horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon. And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before
him, and causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first beast, whose deadly
wound was healed. And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from heaven on the
earth in the sight of men, And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles
which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to them that dwell on the earth, that they
should make an image to the beast, which had the wound by a sword, and did live. And he had power
to give life unto the image of the beast, that the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that
as many as would not worship the image of the beast should be killed. And he causeth all, both small
and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:”

II Thessalonians 2:8-10 “And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume
with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming: Even him, whose
coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders, And with all deceiv-
ableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that
they might be saved.”

Revelation 20:7-8 “And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his pris-
on, And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog and Magog,
to gather them together to battle: the number of whom is as the sand of the sea.”
